REQUIREMENTS FOR STUDENT VOLUNTEERS

1. Age: Students must be at least 15 years of age to volunteer.

2. Letters of Recommendation: Students must submit a letter of recommendation from the
school principal, guidance counselor or teacher.

3. Interview: Applicants will be contacted to schedule an interview.

4. Orientation and Training: All students are required to successfully complete the orientation
and training classes as outlined during the interview.

5. Commitment: Students are asked to commit to a minimum of 50 hours of service within a
calendar year.

6. TB tests: The tuberculin (TB) test will be required for student volunteers. Parental permission
form is attached. This test is available at the Hospital without cost.

7. Willingness: Student volunteers should have a sincere desire to perform a community service
and be helpful in any area where assigned.

8. Responsibility: Student volunteers will follow the Guidelines, which will be discussed at
orientation.

9. Dependability: Student volunteers are expected to be faithful in attendance, giving notice of
planned absences in advance and notifying the Volunteer Office of an emergency absence.

10. Uniform: Student volunteers take pride in appearance. Designated volunteer uniform shirts are
available in the Volunteer Office at a cost to the volunteer. This official shirt is to be worn with
clean slacks and with clean close-toed shoes.

11. Transportation: Student volunteers must arrange and provide their own transportation to any
assigned location
